| ran infto him on my way to meet Ryle with Emmy this
morning. It was so good to see him. But as reaffirming as it was
to see him and to know where we both stand at this point in our
lives, it ended a bit awkwardly. He was having a minor
emergency with his restaurant and was in a hurry; | was late
opening the store. We parted on the promise that | would text
him.

| want to text him. | do. Especially because seeing him
reminded me of how much | miss the feeling | get when I'm
around him.

| didn’t realize how lonely I'd been feeling until those few
minutes with him this morning.

Wow. | haven'’t told you about the divorce.

It's been way too long since I've written to you. Let me back
up.

But | know | made the right decision, even though |
sometimes get overwhelmed by the weight of it. It’s difficult
because | still have to interact with Ryle. He still possesses all
the good qualities | fell in love with, and now that I’'m no longer
in a relationship with him, it’s rare | see the negative side that
ultimately ended our marriage. | think that has to do with the
fact that he’s on his best behavior. He had to be agreeable and
not put up too much of a fight because he knew | could have
reported him for all the incidents of domestic violence |
experienced at his hands. He could have lost a lot more than
his wife, so when it came to the custody arrangement, things
were more amiable than | expected them to be.

That may have been more because | put up less of a fight
than he did. My lawyer was very straightforward when | said |
wanted sole custody.

I'll fake
a smile until she’s eighteen if it means | don’t have to share
custody and potentially expose my daughter to the worst parts
of her father on a more regular basis.

It's been working out okay so far, if you don’t count the
occasional gaslighting and unwanted flirtation from him. As
clear as I've made my feelings during this divorce, he still has
hope for us. He says things sometimes that indicate he hasn’t
fully let go of the idea of us. | fear that a huge part of Ryle’s
cooperation rests on the notion that he’ll eventually win me
back if he’s good enough for long enough.

For the first ten or so years of my life, she
was stronger and faster than me, so | spent the better part of a
decade hiding from her hand, from her cigarettes, from the lash
of her tongue.

| know she was stressed. She was a single mother working
nights to try and provide for me, but as many excuses as |
made for her back then, I've seen my fair share of single
mothers navigate life just fine without resorting to the things my
mother did.

You've seen my scars. | won't go into the details, but as bad
as it was, it got even worse when she was on her third
marriage. | was twelve when they met.

| rubbed my fingers across the cut, and they came away
smeared with blood.

When | chose the name Dory as Emerson’s middle name, | didn’t do
it for Atlas. That movie meant something to me long before Atlas
came into the picture, but | probably should have thought twice about
it before going through with naming her that.

| clear my throat, making room for the truth. “I chose that name
because the character inspired me when | was younger. It had
nothing to do with anyone else.”

Ryle releases an exasperated, disappointed laugh. “You're a real
piece of work, Lily.”

| want to argue with him, to further prove my point, but I'm getting
nervous. His demeanor is bringing back every fear of him I've ever
held. | try to defuse the situation by escaping it.

“I'm going home now.” | start to head toward the stairs, but he’s
faster than me. He moves past me, and then he’s in between me
and the door to the stairwell. | take a nervous step back. | slip my
hand in my pocket in search of my phone in case | need to use it.

“We're changing her middle name,” he says.

| keep my voice firm and steady when | respond. “We named her
Emerson after your brother. That's your connection to her name. Her
middle name is my connection. It's only fair. You're reading too much
into it.”

| try to sidestep around him, but he moves with me.

| glance over my shoulder to measure the distance between
myself and the ledge. Not that | feel like he'd throw me over it, but |
also didn’t think he’d be capable of shoving me down a flight of
stairs.

“‘Does he know?” Ryle asks.

He doesn’t have to say Atlas’s name for me to know exactly who
he’s talking about. | feel the guilt swallowing me, and I'm worried
Ryle can sense it.



Atlas does know Emerson’s middle name is Dory, because | made
it a point to tell him. But | honestly didn’t name my daughter for Atlas.

“You’re making me nervous. Can we please go back downstairs?”

Ryle’s entire demeanor changes as soon as | say that. It’s like he
punctures against the sharp insult. “Lily, come on.” He moves away
from the door and walks all the way to the other side of the balcony.
“We're arguing. People argue. Christ.” He spins away from me,
giving me his back now.

Here comes the gaslighting. He's attempting to make me feel
crazy for being scared, even though my fear is more than warranted.
| stare at him for a moment, wondering if the argument is over or if
he has more to say. | want it to be over, so | open the door to the
stairwell.

“Lily, wait.”

| pause because his voice is much calmer, which leads me to
believe he might be capable of a verbal disagreement rather than an
explosive fight tonight. He walks back over to me with a pained
expression. “I'm sorry. You know how | feel about anything related to
him.”



| do know, which is precisely why I've had such conflicting feelings
about Atlas potentially being a part of my life again. The simple idea
of having to confront Ryle with that information makes me want to
vomit. Especially now.

“It upset me to find out that our daughter’s middle name might
have been something you chose to deliberately hurt me. You can’t
expect something like that not to affect me.”

| lean against the wall and fold my arms over my chest. “It had
nothing to do with you or Atlas and everything to do with me. |
swear.” Just mentioning Atlas’s name out loud seems to get it stuck
in the air between us, like it's a tangible thing Ryle can reach out and
punch.

Ryle nods once with a tight expression, but it appears that he
accepts that answer. | honestly don’t know if he should. Maybe | did
do it subconsciously to hurt him. | don’t even know at this point. His
anger is making me question my intentions.

This all feels so grossly familiar.

We’re both quiet for a while. | just want to go to Emerson, but Ryle
seems to have more to say, because he moves closer, placing a
hand on the wall beside my head. I'm relieved that he doesn’t look
angry anymore, but I'm not sure | like the look in his eye that has
replaced the anger. It's not the first time he’s looked at me this way
since our separation.

“Everything would be so much easier if we could
just...” Ryle pauses, maybe to think about the words he’s about to
say. The words | don’t want to hear.

It just builds and builds with every step | descend. |
feel like the reaction I'm having is too big for what just happened, or
maybe that’s just how I've conditioned myself to feel when I'm
around Ryle. Maybe it's a combination of that and my lack of sleep.



Maybe it's the date with Atlas that | almost ruined. Whatever it is
that’'s making me react so intensely catches up with me right outside
of Allysa’s apartment door.

| need a moment to collect my emotions before being near my
daughter, so | sit on the floor of the hallway to cry it out. | like to shed
tears in private. Happens quite regularly, unfortunately, but I've been
finding myself getting overwhelmed a lot. Divorce is overwhelming;
being a single mother is overwhelming; running a business is
overwhelming; dealing with an ex-husband who still scares you is
overwhelming.

And then there’s that splinter of fear that creeps into my
conscience when Ryle says something to suggest our divorce was a
mistake. Because sometimes | do wonder if my life wouldn’t be so
overwhelming if | still had a husband who shared some of the
burdens of raising his child. And sometimes | wonder if I'm
overreacting by not allowing my daughter to have overnights with her
own father. Relationships and custody agreements don’t come with a
blueprint, unfortunately.

| don’t know if every move | make is the right one, but I'm doing
my best. | don’t need his manipulation and gaslighting on top of that.

| wish | were at home; | would walk straight to my jewelry box and
pull out the list of reminders. | should take a picture of it so | always
have it on my phone in the future. | definitely underestimate how
difficult and confusing interactions with Ryle can be.

How do people leave these cycles when they don’t have the
resources | had or the support from their friends and family? How do
they possibly stay strong enough every second of the day? | feel like
all it takes is one weak, insecure moment in the presence of your ex
to convince yourself you made the wrong decision.

Anyone who has ever left a manipulative, abusive spouse and
somehow stayed that course deserves a medal. A statue. A freaking
superhero movie.

Society has obviously been worshipping the wrong heroes this
whole time because I’'m convinced it takes less strength to pick up a
building than it does to permanently leave an abusive situation.



I’'m still crying a few minutes later when | hear Allysa’s door open.
| look up to find Marshall exiting the apartment carrying two bags of
trash. He pauses when he sees me sitting on the floor.

“Oh.” His eyes dart around, as if he’s hoping someone else will
help me. Not that | need help. | just needed a moment of respite.

Marshall sets the bags on the floor and walks over. He takes a
seat across from me and stretches out his legs.

The more joy | get from my interactions with Atlas, the more dread
| feel about having to break the news to Ryle.

| go back to reading the journal, even though the last couple of
entries have been painful to read. | didn’t realize how much my



leaving for Boston impacted Lily when she was younger. In my mind
at that age, | felt like an inconvenience in her life. | had no idea how
much she felt | brought to her life. Reading the letters she wrote back
then has been a lot more difficult than | expected it to be. | thought it
would be fun to read her thoughts, but when | started reading them, |
remembered how cruel our childhoods were to us. | don'’t think about
it much anymore because I'm so far removed from the life | lived
back then, but I'm being thrown back into those moments from every
angle this week, it seems.

I'll keep pretending to swim, when really
all 'm doing is floating. Barely keeping my head above water.

| don’t know what to feel because | feel everything. Rage, love,
sadness, happiness.

I've always hated that | couldn’t remember most of that night no
matter how hard | tried to think back on every word that was said
between us. The fact that Lily wrote it all down is a gift—albeit a sad
one.

There were so many things about that time in my life that | was
afraid she was too fragile to hear. | only wanted to protect her from
the negative stuff going on in my life, but reading her words has
shown me that she didn’t need protecting from it. If anything, she
could have helped me through it.

It makes me want to write her another letter, but even more, it
makes me want to be in her presence, talking about these things



face-to-face. | know we're taking things slow, but the more I'm
around her, the more impatient | am to be around her again.

| stand up to take the journal inside and to grab something to drink
for the wait, but | pause as soon as | come to a stand. There’s a
streetlight at the other end of the alley creating a spotlight on the
building, and there’s a shadow moving across the light. The shadow
travels across the building in the other direction, as if whatever is
casting the shadow is coming my way. | back up a step so that | can
remain hidden.

Someone eventually comes into view. A kid closes in on the back
door.

| don’t know if this kid is my brother, but it's definitely the same
person | saw on the security footage at Corrigan’s. The same
clothes, the same hoodie tightened around their face.

| remain hidden and watch them, becoming more and more
convinced by the second that it's exactly who | think it is. He’s built
like me. He even moves like me. I'm filled with anxious energy
because | want to meet him. | want to tell him that I'm not angry and
that | know what he’s going through.

I’'m not sure | was even angry at whoever was doing this before |
knew it could potentially be my brother. It's hard to be angry at a kid,
but it's especially hard to be angry at one who was raised by the
same woman who attempted to raise me. | know what it's like to
have to do what you can to survive. | also know what it's like when
you'd do anything to get someone’s attention. Anyone’s. There were
times in my childhood | just wanted to be noticed, and | have a
feeling that’s exactly what’s going on here.

| can’t afford to allow anyone to break me anymore. | have a
daughter | need to be whole for.

If |
stop and allow myself to get lost in what just happened, | might cry. |
don’t have time to cry right now. | get dressed to go to the park
because | need to be present for my daughter in every way that | can
be.

My premonition is coming true. | hear a loud clap of thunder as soon
as | pull into the parking lot of the park.

It's five in the morning. | woke up to use the bathroom, and
naturally, | glanced at my phone before attempting to get the last
hour of sleep before my alarm goes off.

All the texts are from Ryle. | haven’t heard from him since he
showed up at my house on Sunday.

Darin comes over to greet me as soon as he gets a chance. He
gives me a quick hug and says, “Good to see you again, Lily. You
still hustling unassuming poker players?”

| laugh. “Not for a while now. Do you guys still have your poker
nights?”

He shakes his head. “Nah, we're too busy now that Atlas has both
restaurants. It was difficult finding a night we could all meet up.”

“That’s a shame. Are you working here now?”

“Not officially. Atlas wanted to see how | work with the menu here;
he’s thinking of promoting me to head chef.” He leans in and smiles.

What do you want to drink?”

She regards me silently for a moment, then says, “Red wine.
Whatever you have open.” She takes a seat in a booth, and | head
back to plate our food. | made coconut shrimp because | know it's
her favorite. | saw her fall in love with it when | was nine years old.
